Precautions

1 Since the switch is positioned with gas-off
incorporating safety/feature, switch off before
disconnecting is needed.
Never turn the switch to the * DISCONNECT”
position when the burner is alight. Wait until the
burner and pilot go out, then turn the switch to the
Disconnect position.

2  When disconnecting the regulator, care should be
taken to avoid it from dropping to the ground or
striking any object.
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* Replace the Regulator

1 The regulator must be replaced on or before the
expiry date.

2 The regulator should be only used for safe period
from the label date of being manufactured,
otherwise it should be replaced.

3 If the regulator is not replaced after its expiry date,
gas suppliers will not continue to supply gas to you.
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e Check Prior Operating

1 Before connecting the regulator, please turn off all
the gas appliances. Then test the switch of the
regulator. The appliances should not be used
unless no leakage is detected. If leakage is
detected ensure the regulator be in the “OFF”
position and do not turn the gas supply on. Open
all windows wide, extinguish naked flame and
contact your gas supply company immediately. Do
not operate any electrical switch.

2 If no fault is noticed, then make sure that all switch
are in the “ OFF" position and wait for
approximately 30 seconds before trying to light the
burner again. If the excess flow valve continues to
shut off the gas, call your Registered Gas
Contractor as soon as possible.
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Safety Handling and Use of Regulators

In compliance with Gas Safety Ordinance and to ensure
safety, installation of LPG appliances, regulators and gas
hoses must be always carried out by Registered Gas
Installers (RGIl). You cannot attempt to do it yourself.
Registered Gas Installers should tell the customers the basic
knowledge of safe use and handling of the L.P Gas
Regulators.
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* Connecting the Regulator

Method of Connecting

1 Each LPG cylinder is sealed to ensure that the quality
and quantity comply with the required standards.
Please remove the seal by pulling out the seal cap
before the regulator is connected.

2 Because of the safety device to cut off gas supply, the
Regulators must switch to “OFF" position before
they are connected to the cylinder.

3 SRG Type 541, low pressure Regulators (as shown in
P11).

4 KOSAN Type 182 low pressure Regulators (as shown in
P12).

5. Compact Quick-on Type 634 low pressure Regulators
(as shown in P13).

Precautions
1 Ensure the gas appliances are turned off.

2 Ensure the gas hose is in good conditions and use on
or before the expiry date.

3 A cylinder must not be changed in the presence of
naked lights, or whilst smoking etc. Remove the
protection cap on top of the cylinder valve by pulling
the strap out and upwards, the cap will then lift off the
valve.

4 Always fit the cap on to the cylinder valve when the
cylinder is empty or not connected. Press the cap
down with a firm pressure until a click sound is heard.
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
